The events were sparked off by
the suspension of over 300 students
at Fort Hare after they had refused to
call off a sit-in on Friday, Septem-
her the 6th.

As a result a Teach-
in was neld on Wednesday afternoon
at which Mr. Duncan Innes, President
of NUSAS, and Mr. David Thebahlali,
Chairman of the Soweto Urban Bantu
Councils Committee on Education and
Health and a Wits graduate, addressed
the meeting.

Creative Protests

Mr. Innes described the sequence of
events which led to the suspensions at
Fort Hare and called on JCE stu-
dents to help defend the rights of
the Fort Hare students.

Mr. Thebahlali commented on the
“Status quo” in South Africa and
expressed the view that the present
wave of student unrest was a creative
one directed towards the attainment of
true academic freedom for all South
African students.
